Eligibility:

Open to all women artists. 20% of all entries
chosen will be from 200- mile radius of the St.
Louis area. Work must not have been
previously exhibited in any exhibition
sponsored by WCA-STL or the Foundry Art
Center.

Submissions:

Juried from Jpeg's on CD (2-d/3-d work) or DVD
(video, film, and performance art only).

All 3-d submissions may include 1 full image per
work, plus 1 optional detail/alternate view.

JPEGS on CD: Submit all digital images saved as
a JPEG onto 1 CD that is readable by

both Mac and PC. Save JPEG as RGB Color, sized
at least 8oox800 pixels, not to exceed

1600 X 1600 pixels. 300 dpi mage, quality 10 or
higher. Submit JPEG in proper viewing
orientation. Identification for each JPEG should
read:

lastname.image title .jpg (example:
jones.meadow view.jpg).

Label CD with your full name and place in
protective cover/case.

DVD: Accepted for video, film or performance
art only, NOT for documentation of 2-d or 3-d
works. Label DVD with your last name and title
of the work

Work must be available for duration of exhibit.
Entries that do not comply with the rules will
be disqualified.

Specifications:

Wall-hung work must be suitably framed or in
an alternative presentation form and ready to
hang. All framed artworks must be firmly wired
for hanging — no clip frames or saw-tooth
hangers. Work without an appropriate hanging
apparatus will be disqualified. Artists must
submit detailed descriptions of any alternative
hanging methods for wall-hung artwork giving
detailed instructions on hanging these pieces.
Size limit for 2-D work 84" in any direction
weight limit: 100 Ibs.

Delivery/Shipping:

Shipped works must be sent in reusable
packaging & must arrive at Foundry Art Center,
520 North Main Street, St. Charles MO 63301
USA from Feb1 - Feb 5 only. No styrofoam
packing peanuts! WCA-STL & the Foundry Art
Center are not responsible for damage caused in
transit. The artist is responsible for shipping
and must include prepayment for return
shipping. There will be a s20 uncrating/crating
fee assessed for all shipped work. After the
close of the show, artists must arrange for their
work to be picked up by their respective carriers
from Wed., March 31 to Fri., Apr 2.

All hand-delivered works should be delivered to
Foundry Art Center on Fri., Feb 5 & Sat., Feb 6
between 11 AM and 3 PM. Following the close
of the exhibition, hand-delivered works should
be picked up on Sat. March 27 between 11 AM
and 3 PM.

All artwork left will become property of WCA-
STL.

Sales/Insurance/Awards:

The Foundry will retain a 35% commission.
Work remains the property of the artist until
sold. Sold artworks shall remain in the
exhibition until the last day of the show.

All exhibited works will be insured for s0% of
their sale price up to s20,000 value. If NFS,
please note the insurance value on the Entry
Form.

Cash prizes for first, second and third place.

Entry Fee:

Non-refundable entry fees are:

s30 for current WCA-STL members and Foundry
members,

S35 for current non-local WCA members,

s40 for non-members.

Entry fees from countries outside the USA must
pay with International Money Order only.
